We’ve been really busy since the last time I wrote.  For 
example, in October 2004 we held our 2nd Annual Open 
House.  Thanks to those of you who attended – due to your 
generosity we raised $4,000 at the event!   
 
In December, René Corado traveled to Guatemala to 
continue our field research project (see the update on our 
website, www.wfvz.org).  In May, we will return to 
officially start our bird banding and counting project there 
and to work with the local people on ways to increase their 
income and sustain their land.  It’s very exciting to have a 
project with such great potential to help both birds and 
people – I feel very proud to have the chance to be part of 
this work. 
 
In January, we added several new volunteers to the WFVZ, 
bringing our current total to 15 -- up from 2 when I first 
started working at the WFVZ in 2002!  We also gave our 
website (www.wfvz.org) a small facelift, including more 
information on our collection materials and programs, and a 
new background color.   
 
Currently, we’re going like gangbusters to get ready for a 
Book Sale on April 16th, and we’re also beginning 
preparations for teaching a special “ Overview of Oology” 
class, as well as entering data, giving tours, and answering 3 
times as many data requests as usual.   
 
Other program projects we’re working on are mentioned in 
this newsletter, in the areas of Education, Field Research, 
Information-Sharing, and Specimen Acquisition and 
Preservation.  Not everything fits here, however, so please 
visit our website regularly for updated information, and feel 
free to call us, visit us, or join us as a volunteer if you want 
to learn even more about how we’re trying to make a 
difference in the world of conservation.
